
IMPERATIVE FORM
ENGLISH 2 



USES 

To give an order, to give a warning or piece of advice, and to make a 
request (using ‘please’)

FORM

AFFIRMATIVE: Infinitive of the verb without 'to'

E.g. ‘Come here!’, ‘Sit down!’ ...

NEGATIVE: Do not or Don’t before the verb

E.g. ‘Don't go!’, ‘Do not walk on the grass, please’ ...



● The imperative can be used for all subjects, but you can also use 
"let's" before the verb if you are including yourself in the 
imperative.

E.g. ‘Let's stop now’ , ‘Let's have some lunch’ ...

The negative of  ‘let's’ is ‘let's not’

E.g. ‘Let's not argue’!, ‘Let's not tell her about it’



● The Imperative in signs can be  found as NO + V ing. It means it’s a general 
warning, it’s forbidden for everybody

E.g. ‘No smoking!’, ‘ No trespassing!
