Before starting you need: PAPER, A PENCIL, A RUBBER, CRAYONS or COLOURED PENCILS or 
MARKERS. 

 
Take the paper and fold it in two parts. 

 
in the middle, draw the shape of your face. Do not draw the eyes,  the nose, the 
mouth, the ears or the hair… JUST THE SHAPE OF YOUR FACE! 

 
                  

Make a line in the middle of your face (where the folded line is) and divide it    
in two parts! 
 

 On the left side of your face, you can now draw one eye, half of your nose, half of 
your mouth and your hair. 

 

 

On the right side of your face, you have to write and draw all the things that identify 
you: your hobbies, your favourite food, the adjectives that describe you, etc.

this piece of art will show how are you physically, personally and your interests…  

it will show your identity!
